Dark-blue to white, tubular flowers are
densely congested in whorls along the upper stems, creating a 3-9 in. spike. Gray-

Flowers and fruit
are often found on the plant simultaneously and make an attractive show. Yellow fruit
often hangs on the plant into the winter if the birds don’t eat them.
